Programs at Risk
· Community Care Program: Helps older adults remain in their homes by providing important home care and adult day services
· Elder Abuse and Neglect Program: Investigates allegations of abuse, neglect, and financial exploitation of seniors and provides victims with support services.  The program is also charged with investigating self-neglect; however, no funding has been provided for self-neglect investigation or intervention.
· Long Term Care Ombudsman Program: Protects and promotes the rights of residents residing in long term care facilities
· Comprehensive Care Coordination: Provides a coordinated system of case management for seniors in Illinois
· Senior Health Assistance Program: Provides seniors with critical information and assistance with applications and referrals for programs such as Circuit Breaker and Illinois CaresRx
· Facility Based Care:  Provide adequate funding to ensure quality services and a safe environment when older adults must live in a long term care facility.
