Programs at Risk
Community Care Program  Without additional funds, nearly 26,000 older Illinoisans will cut off from services that allow them to  remain independent.  Without these services, many, if not all of them, will be forced to turn to more costly nursing homes for the care they need. 
ElDER Abuse  The Elder Abuse Program will be eliminated under the Doomsday Budget.  Thousands of cases are investigated each year.  Without someone to help victims of abuse connect to the services they need many will remain in their abusive situation.  Elder Abuse workers protect seniors from financial, physical and sexual abuse.  All too often, victims die as a result of abuse and neglect if they do not get the assistance they need.
